Each counsel will attach to the Joint Pretrial Order a copy of the list of all exhibits to be offered and will make all such exhibits available for examination by opposing counsel.  This rule does not apply to rebuttal exhibits, which cannot be anticipated.

2. Any counsel requiring authentication of an exhibit must so notify in writing the offering counsel within five days after the exhibit is made available to opposing counsel for examination.  FAILURE TO DO SO is an ADMISSION of authenticity.

The offering party will MARK THEIR OWN EXHIBITS.

MOTIONS IN LIMINE

Attach Motions in Limine and confer in advance to determine whether any motions are agreed.
WITNESSES
