
GUIDE FOR KICK-OUT ORDER IN FINAL PROTECTIVE ORDER    (9-15-10)
A kick-out order is seldom incorporated into a final Protective Order; and may be included ONLY if Respondent has NOT ALREADY vacated the premises before the time of the hearing on the protective order.
It is ORDERED that Respondent, __________(name)__________ , is excluded from the residence located at __________(complete address)_________________; and Respondent shall VACATE the residence by (space for judge to write  time)   .M. on (space for judge to write date).
It is further ORDERED that [the Constable of Precinct ______ of Harris County, Texas] [OR] [other named law enforcement agency] shall provide a law enforcement officer from that department to:  (1) accompany the Applicant to the residence; (2) inform the Respondent that the court has ordered that the Respondent be excluded from the residence; (3) protect the Applicant while the Applicant takes possession of the residence and the Respondent takes possession of the Respondent’s necessary personal property; and (4) if the Respondent refuses to vacate the residence, to remove the Respondent from the residence and arrest the Respondent for violating the court order.
